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The data are organized into two datasets: 1) cities and 2) counties.  The city dataset is comprised of the 100 largest U.S. cities for 2012 (http://www.citymayors.com/gratis/uscities_100.html).  Counties were sampled on two criteria: a) percentage of population that speaks Spanish or Spanish Creole at home and b) region.  To obtain a regional distribution of counties, those with the highest percentages of population that speaks Spanish or Spanish Creole at home were sampled within each of four Census regions: Northeast, Midwest, South, and West.
The datasets are in MS Excel (2013).
